  And from Joe Beers, coordinator of the “Milfoil Vigilantes”, following the Sept 21, 2007 survey writing to his corps of shoreline watchers.
> Today, Kathy Gelb, Bob Pierce and I joined Dave Tiller from White Water Associates and together we did a 3 hour survey of Black Oak Lake. Who is White Water Associates? They are an independent business that specializes in environmental issues including lake surveys to determine the health of a lake. Why was the survey taken? It was taken to give BOL one last complete inspection prior to winter and to determine if any invasive species could be found. We checked the complete shore of the lake with the focus on the areas where Eurasian Aquatic Milfoil is most likely to be found. (3 to 12 ft. depth) Today we found no evidence of any invasive species. This good news coincides with the Vigilante Inspection Reports you have filled out throughout the summer. The time you spent on inspections this summer is vital in the efforts to keep AIS (aquatic invasive species) out of BOL. We have not found Eurasian milfoil in our lake but that does not mean we can relax. It could be there and we may not have seen it. That's why your volunteer time is so critical in early detection. Dave Tiller said again today that once a lake gets Eurasian milfoil it will always be there. From everyone on BOL thanks again for your effort. I'll be sending you e-mails relative to AIS throughout the winter and, as spring gets closer, organizing the "Vigilantes" for 2008. Have a safe, healthy winter.
